
Mandatory Organics Recycling Collection SB 1383
Effective January 1, 2022, per State law SB 1383, all California businesses, multifamily complexes and residences are required to separate 
organics waste from trash and to subscribe to an organics collection program. Organics consists of food waste, compostable food-soiled 
paper, and green or yard waste. This new regulation builds on previous legislation AB 341 and AB 1826, and those bills’ mandatory organic 
and recycling collection requirements are contained within SB 1383. SB 1383 was passed by the state of California to divert more food 
waste and yard trimmings from our landfills to further reduce greenhouse gas emissions and slow climate change.

The City of Bell Gardens has adopted an SB 1383 enforcement ordinance that requires all waste generators to subscribe to recycling and 
organics services. By January 2024, all non-compliant customers will be subject to financial penalties. 

Mandatory Commercial Recycling AB 341 Businesses that generate at least four cubic yards of waste per week and multi-family properties of 
five units or more, must have a recycling program in place.

Businesses that elect to self-haul will need to report the 	
	 weight (tonnage) of the materials that were recycled to WM. The tonnage will then be reported by WM to the City for reporting purposes.

• For organics recycling only. If you believe your business does not generate more than 20 gallons of organic waste per week or does not
 	 have the physical space for another container fill out the SB 1383 Exemption Waiver provided by the City and follow the necessary 	
	 steps to have the information validated.

Recolección Obligatoria de Desechos Orgánicos SB 1383
A partir del 1 de enero de 2022, todos los negocios, complejos multifamiliares y residencias de California están obligados a separar los 
desechos orgánicos de la basura y a suscribirse a un programa de recolección de desechos orgánicos en virtud de la ley estatal SB 1383. 
Los desechos orgánicos consisten en residuos de comida, papel compostable manchado de comida y desechos verdes o del jardín. Esta 
nueva normativa se basa en la legislación anterior AB 341 y AB 1826, y los requisitos de recolección y reciclaje obligatorios de desechos 
orgánicos de esos proyectos de ley están contenidos en la ley SB 1383. La ley SB 1383 fue promulgada por el estado de California para 
desviar más desechos de alimentos y recortes de jardín de nuestros vertederos con el fin de reducir aún más las emisiones de gases de 
efecto invernadero y frenar el cambio climático.
