WM is offering Unincorporated Fresno County residents 
the opportunity to dispose of large items and certain 
appliances during an upcoming cleanup drop-off event 
for your area. The event will be held on May 15 – 19 
from 8:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. at the WM Transfer Station 
located at 4333 E. Jefferson Avenue. Each customer may 
participate in one cleanup event per year. Customers may 
dispose of up to two (2) cubic yards of waste (including 
appliances and e-waste) and one (1) Freon-containing 
appliance at no cost with a County issued Coupon. To 
obtain a Coupon to participate, please call the Resources 
Division at (559) 600-4259. Customers without a 
Coupon may be responsible for cost of disposal. For 
more information, contact WM at (559) 834-4070.

The Fresno County Environmental Compliance Center (ECC) 
accepts many hazardous materials including yard chemicals, 
pool chemicals, cleaning chemicals, automotive fluids, and 
chemicals and many more. The Facility is located at 1327 W. 
Dan Ronquillo Dr, Fresno, CA 93706, and is open on most 
Saturdays from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. The Facility also 
accepts materials from qualifying small businesses by 
appointment only. Small business customers only pay the 
cost of disposal.

Household Hazardous Waste Network 
Information
Fresno County, in partnership with the 15 incorporated      
cities throughout Fresno County, offers a program to County 
residents known as the Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) 
Network. The HHW Network is a collection of local drop-off 
sites that collect the five most common types of HHW: paint, 
household batteries, sharps, fluorescent tubes and bulbs and 
e-waste. Network sites are limited to household quantities 
only and DO NOT accept business waste. For more
